On Thursday, June 2nd, the Holy Christian Church celebrated the Ascension of our risen 

Lord and Savior Jesus Christ into heaven, where He now sits at the right hand of the Father.  

Ascension Day is the coronation celebration of our Lord as He is proclaimed to be King of the 

universe.  Ascension day is the climax of Christmas.  Jesus has now returned to heaven and 

taken up the power and the authority that were His since before time began, since before He 

became flesh, born of the Virgin Mary, and dwelt among us.  Jesus is King of Kings and Lord of 

Lords, whose kingdom shall have no end.   

And because Jesus is King, even though He is now in heaven, He is still active and ever 

present among us.  He is with us as true God and true man, exercising His reign over us, in the 

Church, through the means of grace which He established for us and for our good: namely His 

Holy Word and Blessed Sacraments [Baptism, Confession and Absolution, Eucharist].  In these 

gifts we find the MERCY of God toward us sinners.  Jesus is present with us until that day he 

comes again to bring us to be where He is, participating in the marriage feast of the Lamb that 

will have no end.  It is in this participating in the things of Christ that we are made WITNESSES 

of Christ; and He reminds us, “Lo, I am with you always unto the end of the age.”       

In adult Bible study, on Wednesday mornings at 9am at Immanuel, we are beginning to 

study what the Church is; or as we call it in the Apostles’ Creed, the One Holy Christian and 

Apostolic Church.  The Church is the communion, the gathering, of the saints where the Gospel 

of Jesus Christ is purely taught and the Sacraments are correctly administered.  Through His 

reign in heaven, Jesus gathers us together as a congregation to speak to us with His Word, to 

wash us with the waters of immortality, to pronounce us forgiven, to feed us with the Bread of 

Life and drink from the Cup of Redemption.  This is why the Holy ghost, the Comforter, has 

been sent, that all of this would take place, that we would ever and always see the face of God 

and rejoice, give thanks and sing.  This is what it means to live a LIFE TOGETHER in Christ.      

Jesus has also given His Church the Office of the Holy Ministry precisely to distribute His 

good gifts to us.  He sends pastors, under-shepherds, whom the Holy Ghost appoints as 

overseers, to care for His flock on earth; that the wolf, the old evil foe would have no power over 

them.  The purpose of the Office of Holy Ministry, the “preaching office”, is to point us always 

to Jesus Christ Who has come, has died, has risen, has ascended and will come again.  This is the 

joy of the Ascension.  Thanks be to God.
